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Abstract of the contribution: Add a new key issue within the WLAN_NS TR to resolve the issue of a 3GPP UE having no ANDSF PLMN selection policies when the UE is located in an area with no IP connectivity or no 3GPP coverage
1. Introduction
A new key issue is proposed to describe the case where the UE has out-dated or no ANDSF PLMN selection policies in cases where a 3GPP UE is in an area of no 3GPP coverage or has no IP connectivity.
NOTE: 
This scenario is only applicable if the 3GPP UE takes into account ANDSF policies for WLAN PLMN selection
2. Proposal

It is proposed to add the following to the WLAN_NSUE TR 23.865:

Key Issue – 3GPP UE having out-dated or no ANDSF WLAN PLMN selection policies due to no IP connectivity or no cell coverage
5.x.1
Description

Consider the scenario where a 3GPP UE powers on but there is no 3GPP coverage or the UE has no IP connection towards the 3GPP access. Such scenarios are applicable in cases where:

· 3GPP UE is located in an area where there is no data connection (e.g. a GSM cell)

· 3GPP UE is located indoors where there is limited 3GPP coverage

· 3GPP UE is roaming and the user has turned the data connectivity towards the 3GPP access off

· User is a pay as you go subscriber and does not wish to have an “always on” data connection with the 3GPP access

If the 3GPP UE takes into account ANDSF policies for WLAN PLMN selection, in the scenarios where there is no 3GPP coverage or IP connection available the 3GPP UE may have no or out-dated ANDSF policies. This can be an issue, particularly in circumstances where the 3GPP UE has no IP connectivity for a long period of time. For example, a roaming user will most of the cases have the data connection off. If the PLMN selection policies stored in the UE are out-dated the UE may not be able to discover WLAN accesses where the 3GPP operator has roaming agreements. An example of such scenario is the case where the UE is roaming (with data connection turned off) and cannot receive an updated list of WLAN PLMNs from the ANDSF that have roaming agreements with the home 3GPP operator. In such a case the UE will not be able to connect to that WLAN access even if the 3GPP operator has roaming agreements.

Required Functionality

It shall be possible for the 3GPP UE to obtain ANDSF PLMN selection policies in scenarios where the UE has no IP connectivity or is in an area with no cell coverage.
