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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks GSMA IREG RILTE for the LS on IMS PDN connection deletion.

SA2 investigated the scenario described and found that solutions are already available in 3GPP specifications that should address the requirements.  

SA2 has found that SA2 specification needed some clarifications/corrections to ensure that the solution is working across the system and thus has approved CRs for TS 23.401 at the current SA2 meeting. 
With these CRs it is clarified that MME can inform the UE in both IDLE and CONNECTED states about the PDN  deactivation with reactivation requested for that specific PDN connection, when it is required. The UE when receiving PDN deactivation with reactivation requested it will re-establish the PDN connection.
The solution is generic and applicable for any PDN connection. 
The functions are available in 3GPP specifications
· from Rel-10 onwards for the network for PGW initiated PDN disconnection with reactivation requested 
· and from Rel-11 onwards for PGW failure cases, 
· and from Rel-9 onwards for the UEs.
 It is up to an operator may choose to deploy these functionalities without affecting backwards compatibility since the related UE functionality was already in the specifications since Rel-9. 
SA2 was unable to determine from the LS exactly what was the situation behind the problem (e.g. was it due to PDN GW taking some administrative action to do clean up, was it due to PGW failure or restart or other reasons).

SA2 recommends GSMA consults 3GPP TS 23.007 for further detailed information regarding PGW failure/restart/restoration functions in order to evaluate the situation mentioned in the LS.  

PGW initiated PDN disconnection with reactivation requested is available from Rel-10 onwards and if GSMA problem involved intentional disconnection of the PDN connection then this mechanism would be sufficient to address this issue.
