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Abstract of the contribution: This document proposes considering the provision of ProSe related information for EPC to provide ProSe to a UE.
1. Discussion
In TR 22.278 the service requirements of ProSe include:

Subject to user and operator settings, a ProSe-enabled UE shall be able to be discoverable only by other ProSe-enabled UEs in proximity that are explicitly permitted by the discoverable ProSe-enabled UE.
Note:
'explicitly permitted' refers to Restricted ProSe Discovery.

Subject to user and operator settings, a ProSe-enabled UE shall be able to be discoverable by all other ProSe-enabled UEs in proximity without explicit permission. The ProSe-enabled UEs can be served by the same or different PLMN, including when roaming. 

Note:
'without explicit permission' refers to Open ProSe Discovery.

All requirements for ProSe Discovery also apply when one or both of the ProSe-enabled UEs involved in ProSe Discovery are roaming in a VPLMN.
Operator policy disabling or limiting individual ProSe features shall override any user choice.

In general, when a UE intends to initiate ProSe, EPC respects operator policy and the subscriber’s ProSe features and preferences to determine the allowance of the ProSe usage in HPLMN and for roaming in VPLMN. The following issues need to be considered from the 3GPP network perspective when providing ProSe: 
· how to obtain the operator policy rules for ProSe, including in HPLMN and in VPLMN;
· when and how to obtain ProSe related settings (e.g., Subscriber preference for ProSe Discovery, Subscriber preference for ProSe Discoverable, proximity criteria, Range Class) for a particular subscriber; 
· which network node shall be involved in the determination of the allowance of a ProSe usage.
2. Proposal
Propose to include the following key issue in TR 23.703.
