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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes to include general architecture requirements for supporting ProSe.
Discussion
In TS 22.278, the following general requirements are included in support of ProSe service:

1. For the EPS optimization:

The impact of ProSe Discovery, ProSe Communications and ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communications on E-UTRA radio usage, network usage and battery consumption should be minimized.
2. For avoiding potential congestion:
ProSe shall be able to accommodate potentially large numbers of concurrently participating ProSe-enabled UEs.
3. For supporting share network:
Subject to operator policies MOCN networks shall support establishing ProSe Communication and ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communications between two ProSe-enabled UEs camping on the same radio access network but served by different MOCN PLMNs.
4. For supporting roaming UE:
All requirements for ProSe Discovery also apply when one or both of the ProSe-enabled UEs involved in ProSe Discovery are roaming in a VPLMN.

It is proposed to include stage 2 architecture requirements accordingly.
Proposal
It is proposed to include the proposed requirements in TR 23.703.

Architectural Requirements 

Editor’s Note: This clause will define the architectural requirements based on the normative stage-1 requirements defined in TS 22.278 and TS 22.115.

The system shall support ProSe discovery, ProSe communications and ProSe-assisted LAN direct communication with minimal network and UE impacts (e.g. radio resource, network resources, UE power consumption, signalling overhead).
- 
The system shall be able to accommodate potentially large number of concurrently ProSe-enabled UEs.
-
The system shall be able to support E-UTRA ProSe communication and ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communication in MOCN share networks subject to operator policies.
-
The system shall be able to support ProSe Discovery, ProSe Communication, and ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communication when one or both of the ProSe-enabled UEs involved are roaming in a VPLMN.
