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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks GERAN for their CR (GP-121119) to TS 48.018 on SIRIG. SA2 has discussed the concept of "Operator Group central GGSN", which was introduced in the above CR although this concept was not agreed in SA2, and has concluded that the word "central" could lead to misinterpretation. 
· In roaming case, up to Rel-11, a UE is only allowed to establish a PDN connection to a local GGSN/PGW (Local Break Out case) or to a GGSN/PGW in its Home PLMN (Home Routed case). In other words, a GGSN/PGW of the SGSN’s operator group that is neither in the UE’s registered PLMN nor in the UE’s HPLMN, cannot be accessed by the UE. 
· In Rel-12, SA2 has agreed to allow a UE to establish a PDN connection to any GGSN/PGW of the SGSN’s Operator Group. This GGSN/PGW is therefore not always “central”.
The conditions under which the SGSN indicates these values are clarified as follows:

a) the value "Operator Group GGSN" is used to indicate that the GGSN/PGW is in the SGSN’s Operator Group, and for which all or part of the SCI values are coordinated between the operators of the Operator Group.   

b) the value "HPLMN" is used to indicate non-roaming or home routed scenario where the GGSN/PGW is not in a PLMN of the SGSN’s Operator Group; the BSC derives a roaming scenario by comparing the MCC/MNC of the IMSI to the supported PLMNs.
c) the value "VPLMN" is used to indicate local breakout roaming scenario where the GGSN/PGW is not in a PLMN of the SGSN’s Operator Group.
SA2 has agreed a category F CR to 23.060 in Rel-11 and has endorsed a category B CR in Rel-12 (since there might be charging issues, the proposed Rel-12 CR is conditional to SA5 advice), both attached, and believes that a stage 3 description of the BSC behaviour might be useful.
