For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

Multipoint Service: A service used to distribute the same content to many UEs in a resource efficient way. 
Unicast Delivery: The group communication media is delivered to a particular Receiver group member via its own EPS bearer.
MuSe Delivery: The group communication media is delivered to a particular Receiver group member via the multipoint service provided by the network.
