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Abstract of document:

Among other aspects, Common IMS requires that the IMS is able to connect with Next Generation Corporate Networks (NGCN), also known as IP-PBXs.

Some of the IP-PBXs can be operated in static mode and may not perform registration procedures when connecting to the IMS. Such PBXs may be used both in peering based business trunking and subscription based business trunking. 

The purpose of this study is to enable the IMS to manage connections to IP-PBXs that are operated in a static mode in both modes of operation, with minimized configuration in the network.
