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This document summarizes decisions at SA 60 that affect SA2 work.
1. Work Planning

SP-130285 3GPP Release 12 timeline and features for Public Safety Communications from Vodafone. 

This proposal suggested adding an additional meeting to the SA2 calendar in Q1 2014. There was discussion of this at SA. SA2 was encouraged to introduce an additional full SA WG2 meeting. SA did not suggest any particular constraint on the scope of the meeting. 

Please see S2-13zzzz for further consideration of the additional meeting.

A further aspect, arising during discussion of SP-130285 was dependency on RAN progress for SA2 completion of stage 2 specification of certain features  (including ProSe and GCSE. To ensure timely or at least orderly completion of objectives, the SA and SA2 chairman were invited to attend RAN 61 to present SA progress on these topics and seek to match resources and timing in SA2 (and other SA WGs) to decisions taken in RAN.
SP-130210 SA WG2 Report and Questions for Advice from the SA WG2 Chairman.

Time Budget adjustments agreed:

· P4C-F was granted +1 session Time Budget for TR phase work.

· FS_CNO ULI signalling optimization was granted +0,5 session time budget for study. This is in addition to the remaining 0,5 session time budget for FS_CNO.

· FS_CNO GTP-C Overload conclusions included items requiring normative stage 2 CRs. This will be handled as TEI12 at SA2 98. When a CT4 WID is approved, this WI Code can be used (in preference to) TEI12. The details can be worked out at SA 61.

· IMS_WebRTC WID (SP-130xxx) includes a request for 6 TR phase and 2 normative phase sessions of time budget. This request was approved. The WID was also approved.

2. Prioritization
SP-130210 SA WG2 Report and Questions for Advice from the SA WG2 Chairman.

Actions arising from the report:

· SA will perform prioritization at SA 61 for items that have no conclusions or appear to be at risk of not completing by SA 62.

· A full report and assessment of  options to complete significant aspects of the feature will be provided for (at least) ProSe, GCSE_LTE and UPCON at SA 61 (and also sent to RAN WGs 1-4, RAN and SA). This document will be made available on 26.07.13 and will be SA WG2 chairman input. Some additional analysis may be done (of MTCe‑SDDTE and MTCe‑UEPCOP.)
3. CRs, WIDs, TRs, etc.
CRs in SP‑130212: the 23.401 CR2522R2; 23.401 CR2523R1; 23.401 CR2524R1 were returned to SA WG2 for further consideration with the LS from CT WG1. 23.272 CR0878 and 23.272 CR0879R1 were approved. 
All other submissions from SA2 to SA were accepted and approved (or Noted without comment in the case of TRs sent for information.)
Regarding CRs specifically:

MCC (Maurice Pope, John Meredith and Adrian Zoicas) admonished SA2 due to reduced quality CRs and specifications submtted for approval - in terms of correctness of cover pages and adherence to drafting rules (21.801.) It is worth noting that MCC implementation errors are statistically at an all-time low (see SP-130205) which implies that Maurice corrects many errors present in agreed SA2 CRs during implementation.  This should not be the case.

The CT6 chairman pointed out a number of problems in CRs agreed in SA2. These were successfully corrected during the SA meeting – except for one CR (S2-132184). 

SA2 will endeavor to clean up cover pages and improve CR change quality. It is not suggested that we take a lot of extra time for these tasks (e.g. during revisions), but some time may be required. Please assist in this effort by informing document editors of problems as soon as possible. Areas we need to check are:

· Proper ‘Clauses affected’ lists – shall include only clauses affected. The CR cannot include clauses that have no changes either. Do not include all of clause 5.1 (in the clauses affected list or the CR change part) and only change  subclause 5.1.2, for example.

· Other specs affected boxes shall be ticked (Y or N as appropriate.)

· ‘Proposed change affects’ boxes shall be ticked correctly.

· The ‘rev number’ shall be incremented correctly.

· ‘Changes over changes’ shall be removed before agreeing Crs.

· Mirror CRs should be made available in a timely way (at the same meeting as a CR is approved.) Mirror CRs shall be properly implemented (changes must be consistent in a Category A CR unless there is some very good reason, and this shall be added to the 'Other Comments' field on the CR cover page.)

4. Further Advice & Requests
· SA requested that references to external SDOs be avoided for 3GPP specifications unless these canbe identified with a specific version, date, etc. 

With each new release, it is essential to check references to determine if they remain relevant and needed or whether any incompatibility could exist.

It may be possible to differentiate between normative and informative references, which would simplify the effort to check normative references in successive releases.

· SA requested that SA WG2 review the LTE-HRPD SON TR. Any alignment CRs to SA WG2 specifications can use the work item “TEI12, RAN-WID.”
· Liaisons from WiFi-Alliance in SP-130291: .  It was decided to allow SA WG2 to review this LS and take any necessary action to address the questions and reply to Wi-Fi Alliance from the July meeting. The SA2 WG2 Chairman indicated SA WG2 will provide information on the scope of 3GPP Rel-12 Work Item on WLAN Network Selection. Based on the outcome of this communication, the 3GPP SA Plenary in September meeting, will discuss if there is further need for informational calls with Wi-Fi Alliance.
