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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA2 thanks Wi-Fi alliance for sharing your understanding and assessment of the differences on the scope of 3GPP and Wi-Fi Alliance Hotspot 2.0 programs. SA2 has discussed these assessments, and provides the following feedbacks. 
1. Difference 1: “3GPP considers a dual mode (cellular/Wi-Fi) device. WFA only considers any device that uses Wi-Fi technology, regardless of whether it has a cellular network interface”
SA2 feedback:  Yes. 3GPP SA2 WLAN-NS program scope considers dual mode (cellular/Wi-Fi) device for release 12, but the solution also applies to those Wi-Fi only devices which support SIM based authentication.  
2. Difference 2: “3GPP considers service provider (SP) Wi-Fi networks deployed by home operators or roaming partners. WFA considers any type of Wi-Fi network.”
SA2 feedback: 3GPP considers service provider (SP) 3GPP home operators or the roaming partners, which are 3GPP operators also. 3GPP SA2 WLAN-NS program in release 12 doesn’t consider selecting service providers which are non-3GPP operators.   
3. Difference 3: “3GPP is only considering single SP subscriptions within a dual mode device, where the WLAN subscription always has a direct business relationship with a carrier SP. WFA considers multi-SP multiple subscriptions.”
SA2 feedback: Yes. The scope of 3GPP SA2 WLAN-NS program in release 12 only consider single home SP subscription, where the WLAN subscription within a dual mode device share the same home operator of its 3GPP subscription. 
4. Difference 4: “3GPP considers the Hotspot 2.0 PerProviderSubscription MO to be a subset of a ANDSF MO.”
SA2 feedback: 3GPP SA2 WLAN-NS is only considering to incorporate the MOs under the “policy’ sub-tree of Hotspot 2.0 PerProviderSubscription MO into ANDSF MO. Also 3GPP SA2 is not incorporating all the MOs under the “Policy’ sub-tree, but it’s selecting the individual MOs which meet 3GPP’s need. As WLAN-NS is still work in progress, 3GPP SA2 would update Wi-Fi Alliance with the conclusion of the final selection when the WLAN-NS work is complete. 
5. Difference 5: “While communication between a device and a 3GPP ANDSF policy server can occur over any wireless IP interface, 3GPP does not consider initiating the push of policy over the WLAN air interface.

SA2 feedback:  Per 3GPP TS24.302, in the push model of communication, ANDSF will send SMS notification to UE, then UE can be able to establish a secure data connection using the information received in the notification SMS. While there is no SMS support over Wi-Fi, therefore, 3GPP does not consider initiating the push of policy over the WLAN air interface. 
TSG SA WG2 hopes the above help to clarify the scope of 3GPP activities for WLAN as relates to Wi-Fi Alliance Hotspot 2.0 programs.
