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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA2 has discussed the issue that E-UTRAN can no longer discriminate between emergency call vs. priority call when invoking the CSFB procedure. Although MME aware the type of call being used, it can’t signal to eNodeB because both type of calls resulted in the same IE setting in the S1-AP level (i.e, CS Fallback Indicator IE is set to “CS Fallback High Priority” as defined in TS 36.413).

SA2 has agreed not to impact the S1-AP protocol and aligned the stage 2 functionality such that E-UTRAN is not required to discriminate between emergency call vs. priority call. However, SA2 noticed that TS 36.413 requires that eNodeB shall consider that no roaming area nor access restriction applies to the UE when “CS Fallback High Priority” is received. This is incorrect. eNodeB shall not ignore Handover Restriction List if received.
Pls see the attached CR for the clarifications on the above requirements in TS 23.272.
