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Abstract of the contribution: Proposes a new Key Issue which is somehow an extension of Key Issue 1.
Discussion:

While considering the interest of ANDSF-enabled access selection along with the launch of LTE and HSPA+, a sensible marketing approach leads to consider that in most cases, LTE and HSPA+ should be selected in priority over Wi-Fi hotspots, while these Wi-Fi hotspots should be selected in priority over 3G when HSPA+ is not available. However, the current ANDSF MO does not allow that. 

Key Issue 1 partially addresses this gap but is limited to the granularity of a RAT. However, in the case of 3G HSPA+ and Rel-99 UMTS are considered to be the same RAT although the throughput provided has been multiplied by more than 100 over the Releases! Therefore, we propose Key Issue 1bis to go beyond Key Issue 1, with a finer granularity.

Key Issue 1bis: ANDSF WLAN preferences with respect to specific 3GPP capability
Currently, the ANDSF can provide policies that enable the UE to determine which access technology is preferable for certain or all IP traffic, through Inter-System Routing Policy and Inter-system mobility policy. 
An interesting use case is to assist the UE to select the access network which is likely to offer the best throughput at a given location. Whether or not a WLAN network is likely to provide a higher throughput than 3GPP access very much depends on the RAT of the serving 3GPP cell, but also, for the 3G case, on the “type of 3G” supported (i.e. Rel-99, HSDPA, HSUPA, HSPA, HSPA+). For example, most WLAN hotspots are likely to offer a much higher throughput than Rel-99 UMTS (384 kbps) but a lower throughput than HSPA+ (42 Mbps). The same considerations apply (to a lower extend) to 2G (GPRS vs. EDGE) and LTE vs. LTE-Advanced.
This key issue aims at enabling the UE to apply different Inter-system mobility or routing policies depending on the type of bearer the UE can use in the current 3GPP cell at its location, i.e. for 3G, depending on whether the UE can use Rel-99, HSDPA, HSUPA, HSPA, or HSPA+. The current requirement to not interfere with the existing 3GPP PLMN selection mechanisms used for the 3GPP Access should remain.
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
