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The Next Generation Hotspot (NGH) team would like to share the following findings from the WBA NGH Trial Phase 2 with 3GPP SA2 and CT1.
The concept of Mobile Virtual Network Operator (MVNO) makes it to rely on the network infrastructure from a Mobile Network Operator (MNO). 

The MVNO and their host MNO are likely to have independent Wi-Fi roaming relationships, so a roaming partner of one will not necessarily be a roaming partner of the other, especially for Wi-Fi roaming services where a wider number of operators and service providers exists.
In the majority of the cases the MVNO will share the same Mobile Network Code (mnc) and Mobile Country Code (mcc) as its host MNO. Based on Hotspot 2.0 Technical Specification, cellular operators are identified by their mnc and mcc values in the ANQP 3GPP Cellular Network information element.
Hotspot 2.0 Technical Specification implicitly presumes that mnc/mcc pair uniquely defines a service provider. The presumption is not correct where MVNOs are concerned.
Passpoint certified devices will by default assume that SIM based credentials are valid for any AP advertising the mnc/mcc pair (in the absence of any provisioned configuration file).
The devices of customers of the MNO/MVNO which does not have a roaming agreement will see the ANQP advertisement and will attempt to authenticate with the AP, but will always fail. This attempted authentication is likely to be repeated (potentially frequently). Even when MNO/MVNO have the same roaming agreements different commercial conditions may apply.
The result of this situation generates in a constraint for the Wi-Fi Roaming services development and it´s adoption by operators.
NGH Trial team would like to request to 3GPP SA2 and CT1 to analyse the identified issue and propose potential scenarios to overcome this restriction.

The NGH Trial team sent a similar Liaison Statement to WFA Hotspot 2.0 Technical WG.
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
