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T3 has asked S1 for clarification if some GSM features/ services are still seen to be part of the 3G work and thus have to be incorporated into the USIM. 
The following is the response from S1 on this subject.
Regarding eMLPP:
eMLPP is required for release ´99. The stage 1 specification (22.067) has been transferred to 3GPP.

Regarding ASCI services:
S1 has concluded that the ASCI services VGCS and VBS are not part of 3G release '99. The requirements for these services in future 3G releases are for further study.
However, a general requirement in 22.101 is that a UICC shall be able to use for access to GSM services. This means that the ASCI services need to be supported by the UICC. Whether this requires that the relevant fields are included in the USIM application (or may be supported via the SIM application) is a decision which is left open to T3.
Regarding "Personalisation of ME":
SMG1 has been responsible for the GSM stage 1 specification (02.22). This specification has been copied to a 3G specification 22.022, so this service is a valid part of 3G work. However, it must be noted that 22.022 is just a copy of the GSM service description, and that an assessment of its applicability to 3G principles remains to be done.
S1 would also like to inform that at the last S1 meeting it has been agreed to offer this specification to be under responsibility of S3 rather than S1, because of its close relation to security matters.
Regarding " Network's Indication of Alerting":
This GSM MS feature is described in GSM 02.07. However, this specification has not been copied to a 3G specification, instead the relevant features have been incorporated in the "Service principles", 22.101. As the feature " Network's Indication of Alerting" is not detailed in this specification, it is currently not considered as a part of 3GPP work.
Finally, even though not explicitly asked in the LS from T3, S1 would also like to take the opportunity to highlight some other issues which has been discussed during the last S1 meeting.
SIM application toolkit

It was emphasized by S1 that SIM Application Toolkit, described in 22.038, is required for 3G release ´99. This has also been clarified in CRs to22.100 and 22.101.
Simultaneous use of multiple USIMs
A CR was agreed to remove the requirement in 22.101 on simultaneous use of multiple USIMs, whether they are residing on one UICC or on multiple UICC. Still the requirement to support multiple USIMs on the same UICC exist, but only for the purpose of selecting one active at a time. The CR to 22.101 is attached.
