This work item description addresses the work to specify the HI2 (Intercepted Related Information) and the HI3 (Content ) interfaces for Packet Data delivery to the Law Enforcement Monitoring Facilities  for 3G networks. Only the 3G Packet Domain (and for later releases Multi Media Domain) is addressed in this specification. The Circuit-Switched Domain is already addressed by different regional specifications. HI1 (Administration) is not covered in this specification and is considered to be a matter of national regulation.
