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1. Scope and objectives

This document presents the latest submitted version of HTTP AKA Internet Draft (draft-niemi-sipping-digest-aka-00). The draft is attached.

The rationale of this work is to  specify an AKA based password generation mechanism for HTTP Digest access authentication. Thus, HTTP AKA re-uses the Digest mechanism based on shared secret.  Re-use guarantees that HTTP AKA is a workable solution since HTTP Digest is a proven mechanism. It will be therefore much more quickly to be approved in IETF.   

The work accomplishes the conclusion from 3GPP-IETF co-ordination meeting on January 25, 2002, which is reflected in [S3z020009].

The Draft will be presented and discussed in the next IETF meeting ( Minneapolis, 17th –22nd , 2002).
