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1. Overall Description:

SA3 developed TR 33.924 describing integration of GBA with OpenID. 
Recently, SA3 has received LSs from OMA (attached), which propose for SA3 to study interworking with OpenID for the cases when GBA is not deployed. 

In that context a group of supporting companies presented a proposal for a new Study Item (attached) with its goal to investigate and to document OpenID/AKA Integration.

During the discussion at SA3#60 several issues were raised:

· As it was confirmed from a number of 3GPP operators present at the meeting, such Integration of OpenID with AKA would allow 3GPP operators to be OpenID providers, even while the support for GBA (and therefore, for GBA integration with OpenID) is being not presently available.

· SA3 also recognized that such an extension of AKA features may involve business aspects, which are in the area of SA1. SA3 therefore decided to liaise with SA1 on the validity of this use case.

· It would be beneficial for SA3, as creator of AKA, to study OpenID/AKA Integration. 

2. Actions:

ACTIONS: 
SA3 would welcome guidance from SA1 on the following questions:

- Does SA1 consider that Integration with OpenID is limited to only those 3GPP operators and environments with fully deployed GBA infrastructure?

- Does SA1 consider positive effect of allowing 3GPP operators to be OpenID providers even when GBA is not fully deployed? 
- Does SA1 believe that 3GPP should play a role in studying related OpenID/AKA Integration mechanisms? 
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
