There are some small outstanding stage 3 issues that require progress on the stage 3 or liaison responses before they can be completed and closed in SA3. Completing these is expected to be straightforward once the required progress is made or the awaited response is received. These include:
1) Appropriate choice for security of the PC3 interface  (UE to ProSe Function) which depends on CT1 choosing the protocol(s) for PC3 interface;
2) Calculation of Message Integrity Check  for direct discovery which depends on knowing final parameters and/or length of parameters in discovery message; and
3) SA3 is waiting for a response from OMA Location Working Group on the security for SUPL (Secure User Plane Location) protocol in EPC level discovery.
