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[bookmark: _GoBack]Discussions are ongoing within ITU-T Study Group 11 Question 8 (Q8/11) about the problem of ICT counterfeiting. One topic that has been discussed in relation to mobile devices is ensuring IMEI number integrity. Counterfeit devices often contain completely invalid or stolen IMEI ranges.
The group would benefit from more information about whether the IMEI is mandated within ETSI specifications and future plans in this area.
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
