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1. Overall Description:

SA3 received the LS answer from TSG CT WG6 on how to potentially address charging in ProSe.

Based on the SA5 statement:
During the preliminary study, SA5 is considering the following for the one-to-many ProSe Direct Communication charging support:

· The ProSe Function needs to provide configuration information to a ProSe-enabled Public Safety UE regarding the ProSe one-to-many Direct Communication usage information reporting, e.g. address of a server, reporting period, etc. 

· The ProSe-enabled Public Safety UE is required to report the usage information to the server according to the configuration when possible

It is SA3 understanding, that the ProSe application in the terminal would generate ProSe related charging events which would be passed to the UICC for storage. If that is the case, how could the UICC ensure the correctness of such reports. If the terminal is malicious, then it would just report false data to the UICC and secure storage and a secure communication to the charging server in the network would not prevent fraud. If the terminal is compromised, then a secure storage does not provide any security gain, since the charging related trigger comes from a compromised source.
