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1. Overall Description:

SA3 is aware that SA2 have their work FS_AE_CIOT to study the E-UTRAN architecture optimisation for clean slate CIoT, and SAP (LS: SP-150366 / S2-152171) asked SA2 to provide initial result by SA#69 (Sep 14-16, 2015) focusing on the following area -
- To support highly efficient handling of infrequent small data transmissions (e.g. based on the traffic model in TR 45.820) with minimised overhead for system signalling without compromising e.g. security.
Then SA3 would like to draw SA2’s attention that the security aspect needs to be considered together with the architecture. Also, SA3 owns FS_BEST_MTC_Sec (SID: SP-150171) and TR 33.863 including a study on the security impacts and solutions for clean slate CIoT.
SA3 approved a pCR on TR 33.863 corresponding to the S1 based architecture during SA3#80 as given below -
- S3-151789: a solution to reduce signalling for the AS SMC (Security Mode Command). Here signalling reduction can be achieved by re-using the AS algorithms for each RRC connection. However, from the security aspect, the AS security keys should not be re-used.
SA3 would like SA2 to take the above information into account in the work.
