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1. Overall Description:

SA3 thanks RAN2 for their LS on LCID and the protection of one-to-one traffic. The LS contains the following questions and SA3 have agreed the following responses to those questions.

Question 1: How are the values of the LCIDs used in the protection of one-to-one traffic?
Answer to question 1: SA3 recognised three different types of security that may be applied to signalling message; namely no protection, a message that is involved in security establishment and messages that are sent with both confidentiality and integrity protection. SA3’s solution uses a different LCID for each of these types of message and hence the receiving UE knows how to treat the message from a security perspective. 
Question 2: If the values do not have a specific importance, RAN2 recommends the following allocation which is compatible with MAC and wonders if this allocation also is possible for SA3:
LCID = 28 shall be used to carry signalling messages that are not protected.

LCID = 29 shall be used for Direct Security Mode Command and Direct Security Mode Complete.

LCID = 30 shall be used for other signalling messages that are confidentiality and integrity protected.

All other LCIDs (i.e. 0 to 27 and 31) may be used for user plane traffic with confidentiality protection.

Answer to question 2: SA3 has no issue with RAN2’s suggestion LCID values for the different types of messages. The attached agreed CR is aligned with the text in the MAC specification and not the details provided in the LS. RAN2 should inform SA3 if the changes are not in line with RAN2’s expectation.
