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1. Overall Description:

SA3 have agreed to use the open and restricted discovery replay protection mechanism for Public Safety discovery messages. As Public Safety UEs will be out of coverage for much longer than regular UEs, SA3 believe that there is more risk that the clocks on the Public Safety UEs involved in a discovery may become sufficiently de-synchronised for a discovery to fail. Hence SA3 think that it would be better to use the spare bits in the UTC-based Counter LSB IE to carry more than the 4 least significant bits of the UTC based counter (note: SA3 is aware that it may not be possible to use 8 bits due to backwards compatibility considerations). From SA3’s perspective, such a change could apply to all types of discovery.
2. Actions:
