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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes way forward for I-WLAN feature withdrawal.
1 Introduction 
SA3 has received an LS from SA plenary (SP-160508). The LS states the following (underlined text concerning SA3):

“SA have decided on a path forward for handling I-WLAN specifications.

Specifications relating to I-WLAN not yet created for Rel-13 will not be created. All I-WLAN specifications apart from 33.234 will not be created in Release-14.
Specific handling within SA for Release-13 is:

-
SA1 is to create a CR to void the Release-13 version of TS 22.234 of technical content. Please replace Clauses “Introduction” & 1 with information about the discontinuation of the I-WLAN feature & alter Clause 2 to retain only references to the latest versions of I-WLAN specifications.

-
SA2 is to create a CR to void the Release-13 version of TS 23.234 of technical content. Please replace Clauses 1 & 4 with information about the discontinuation of the I-WLAN feature & alter Clause 2 to retain only references to the latest versions of I-WLAN specifications.

-
SA3 is to create a CR to void the Release-13 version of TS 33.234 of technical content apart from the parts which are referenced from other specifications either for the purposes of backwards compatibility or to allow re-use of generic procedures.

SA is working on a general process for feature withdrawal to be documented during SA#73. This may include aspect such as notifying of the discontinuation on the 3GPP website, informing OPs, in addition to defining an internal process to provide approval for discontinuation of an existing feature in the appropriate Work Item Description.”
And the actions are:

“SA asks SA1, SA2, and SA3 to create and agree CRs according to the above guidance.

SA asks SA1, SA2, SA3, SA3-LI, SA5, CT1, CT3, CT4, CT6, and CT to note the above with reference to the specific discontinuation of I-WLAN and the future availability of a feature discontinuation process. Please update any existing I-WLAN references to specifically point to the latest versions of the I-WLAN specifications that still contain technical content.”
2 Discussion
While SA1 and SA2 are tasked to void their whole I-WLAN specifications, the task of SA3 seems not trivial and it is three-fold:

1) 
SA3 needs to identify and retain parts, which are referenced from other specifications for the purposes of backwards compatibility,
2) 
SA3 needs to identify and retain parts, which are referenced from other specifications for the purposes to allow re-use of generic procedures,
3) 
SA3 needs to void the rest of the specification, for the parts which do not fall into 1) or 2).
As it may be recalled, the maintenance of the I-WLAN specifications was stopped in 2014 and at that time a note was added to the scope of TS 33.234 (in S3-142246 ) which stated: 
“NOTE: 
According to the SA plenary decision at SA#64 to stop maintaining the I-WLAN feature from Rel-12 onwards SA3 has agreed that the present document will be maintained only for the parts where it is referenced from other specifications either for the purposes of backwards compatibility or to allow re-use of generic procedures.”

Unfortunately it was not recorded at that time, which parts of TS 33.234 fall into category 1) or 2) above and especially it was not recorded, which specifications needed to refer to TS 33.234. However, at least TS 33.402 has several occasions falling into category 2). 
In order to complete the task given by SA plenary, the following approach is proposed
-
Since the task is not trivial, it seems not feasible to produce the requested CR at SA3#84. As SA plenary did not give strict timelines, it is assumed that it is acceptable to provide such a CR from SA3#85 in November. 

-
Between SA3#84 and SA3#85 interested companies investigate, which parts of TS 33.234 fall  into category 1) or 2), and additionally identify, which specifications still need to refer to TS 33.234. When this is done, it should also be evaluated whether the referenced part of TS 33.234 could be moved from TS 33.234 to the referencing specification thereby decreasing the number of needed references. 
-
A common CR produced by interested companies is submitted to SA3#85, which fulfils the task.
