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1. Overall Description:

ETSI TC LI meeting #2 took place on 4-6 March 2003 in Benalmádena, Spain.

The following CRs were approved:

· CR036in Tdoc 031 (Coding of ASN.1 parameters of the type OCTET STRING). In line with 33.108.

· CR039r1 in Tdoc 016 (Composition of calling Party Subaddress). We need to consider this for Rel-6 33.018, under subclause J.2.3.2 (Field order and layout).

· CR041 in Tdoc 017 (Additional value direction indication). We need to consider this for Rel-6 33.018, under subclause J.2.4 (Field coding).

· CR042r2 in Tdoc 029r2 (Link establishment and release between MF and LEMF for ROSE operation). It is submitted as an input doc to Vienna meeting: Tdoc S3LI03_059 CR_from_TC_LI_ROSE. Respective CR against 33.108 is S3LI03_040.

· CR043r1 in Tdoc 009r1 (Clarification of definitions of sequence number and communication identity number). We need to consider this for Rel-6 33.018, under subclause 5.1.2.2 (Communication Identity Number (CIN) – optional).

· CR044r1 in Tdoc 050r2 (GSM location direction). We need to consider this for Rel-6 33.018, under subclause B.3 (Intercept related information (HI2)).

· CR045in Tdoc 043 (HI3 delivery of CC). We need to consider this for Rel-6 33.018, under subclause 5.3.1 (Delivery of Content of Communication).

· CR046r1 in Tdoc 044r1 (Field separator in subaddress). We need to consider this for Rel-6 33.018, under subclause J.2.3.2 (Field order and layout).

· CR047r1 in Tdoc 046r2 (Essential correction to the LI events generated during RAU when PDP context is active). In line with 33.108.

· CR048r2 in Tdoc 047r5 (Adjustments to the requirements on the delivery of the intercepted RT data over TCP). In line with 33.108. We may consider adding the following note to subclause 6.2.2 (Quality): ”Note: Apart from transport layer protocol selection, real time delivery depends on network performance.”

· CR049 in Tdoc 064 (CallingPartyNumber and mAP-Format). No impact on 33.108, because ‘CallingPartyNumber’ parameter has not been defined in Rel-6 33.018.

Besides, TC LI has discussed Tdoc 056, where certain aspects of introducing new CS clause to 3GPP Rel-6 TS 33.108 (Tdoc S3LI03_005r2) were addressed. TC LI decided to send Tdoc 061 to S3 LI for consideration. This makes an input document to Vienna meeting: Tdoc S3LI03_066.

DES/LI-00002: (DES/SEC 003020) Handover specification for IP delivery

TC LI has discussed the LS from S3 LI to TC LI ( S3LI03_029r1 LS_to_TC_LI) and related contributions. Crucial issue was that 003020 scope was invading into GSM/UMTS world. This is highlighted in a reply LS to 3GPP S3 LI (tdoc02litd_059r4 -> tdoc02litd_066), which is an input LS to Vienna meeting: S3LI03_058 LS_to_S3_LI_on_scope.

Essentially the consensus was reached on that implementing 3GPP TS 33.108 and ETSI TS 101 671 would be fully sufficient for a standards compliant handover of the result of the interception within GSM/UMTS networks. However, nothing could prevent a LEA, an operator and a DF/MF vendor to come to an agreement about handing over the result of the interception from DF/MF to LEMF according to LI-00002 (DES/SEC 003020).

1.6.1 

Alert: security attack during the meeting 

In the ETSI TC LI meeting #2, one of the delegates tried several probes to other delegates’ laptops that were connected to the meeting LAN. Alerting aspect of the matter was that this was done without a prior notice. Later we found out that not all delegates had firewalls installed. In order to avoid similar unpleasant surprises in S3 LI, a discussion on adopting a formal code of conduct seems to be urgent. Tdoc S3LI03_068 addresses the problem. 

1.6.2 IRI aggregation 

By email discussion we have identified an error in Rel-6 3GPP TS 33.108, subclause B3. Tdoc S3LI03_036 offers a solution to it.

1.6.3 Duplicated specs

Janos Varo kindly provided background info for the following matter. According to the 3GPP TS numbering scheme (http://www.3gpp.org/specs/numbering.htm) 3GPP TS 33.106 and 33.107 have GSM counterparts: 42.033 and 43.033, respectively:

- 33.106 and 33.107 apply only to UMTS (indicated by the "1" from 106 and 107),

- 42.033 and 43.033 apply only to GSM. 

42.033 and 43.033 were created for R99, R4 and R5 GSM (by making copy-paste from 02.33 R99 and 03.33 R99), but they are not maintained by the SA3-LI (or any other) group. Of course, there are a lot of changes in R4, R5 33.106 and 33.107 compared to R99 specs.

In conclusion, according to applicable specs we have to handle LI in GSM and UMTS in a different way. Some examples (e.g. for R4) are:

-  Multiparty SS, ch 6.4.1 in 33.107/43.033: for UMTS we have only one option, but for GSM we have option 2 as well

-  the GSM and UMTS printouts are different in CS domain

-  there are different descriptions for GPRS in 33.107 and 43.033 R4/R5

We believe, that the problem should be addressed and resolved.
