Regarding Harmonization of ANS T1.724 and 3GPP TS 33.108

Thank you for your correspondence regarding harmonization of ANS T1.724 and 3GPP TS 33.108. T1P1 offers the following answers to the questions posed.

1. Clarify the scope of Annex H. What domain does it apply to? Does Annex H address CS domain, multimedia domain, and PS domain?

T1P1 Answer – Multimedia and PS Domain

2. Clarify the timing requirements. 

· Does Annex H require that DF2 shall send IRI record to LEMF within 8 seconds after respective control plane procedure is completed?

T1P1 Answer – This issue is being reviewed and contributions are being solicited. One item needing clarification from SA3-LI is the meaning of control plane procedure.

· Does Annex H require that intercepting node shall timestamp IRI record to within 200 milliseconds after respective control plane procedure is completed? In other words, does Annex H require that intercepting node shall timestamp IRI record to an accuracy of 200 milliseconds, which is measured against intercepting node’s internal clock? Please note that this is the interception domain matter and strictly speaking is out of handover domain’s scope.

T1P1 Answer – no synchronization is required to any external clock, the time stamp is done against the internal clock.  To clarify this requirement, T1P1 proposes to add the following text into either 33.107 or 33.108:

“Each surveillance message shall contain a time-stamp that is within 200 milliseconds from when the call identifying information event triggering the surveillance message was detected.”

3. Clarify handling of the real time traffic, once TCP is used.

T1P1 Answer – T1.724 is based on the Release 5 version of 33.108. We note this issue (see comments on question 5 below).

4. Update the ASN.1 object ID by inserting R5 and R6 branches.

T1P1 Answer – T1.724 is based on the Release 5 version of 33.108. We note this issue (see comments on question 5 below). 

5. Given the approval of ANS T1.724 we are considering the removal of annexes G and H of 3G TS 33.108 and replacing it with a reference. Comments are welcome on this.

T1P1 Answer – T1P1 is considering moving to a direct reference to 33.108 Rel 6 rather than balloting a completely separate American National Standard. Therefore, 33.108 will be the source specification for this direct referencing and must contain Annexes G and H.

6. Create an addendum for ANS T1.724 to clarify the mentioned issues 1 to 5.

T1P1 Answer – T1P1 is not planning to do an addendum to T1.724, as these issues will be addressed when the Release 6 version of 33.108 is balloted as an American National Standard. This means there will be a mismatch between T1.724 and TS 33.108 R5.
