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Discussion & Action. 

TS 33.108 (version 6.8.0) Annex B.5 contains an inconsistency for the ‘him’ object identifier: 

1. According to Figure B.1 and the module header ({itu-t(0) identified-organization(4) etsi(0) securityDomain(2) lawfulintercept(2) threeGPP(4) him(5) version1(1)}), the the value should be 
0 4 0 2 2 4 5 
2. In the module itself this domainIDs is imported from the ETSI security domains definitions which is contained in ETSI TS 101 671. The value of the imported OID is 
0 4 0 2 2 3.
A corrections of this error seems to be necessary, because it has an impact on the coding. However, as the parameters of the modules of 3GPP and ETSI are currently identical, in our opinion there is no urgent need for a correction.

It is proposed to discuss that issue at the Barcelona meeting and possibly envisage a correction for the next version of TS 33.108. A possible solution would be to define the object identfier within the same module, as it is done in all the other modules of TS 33.108.

At the same time, another inconsistency should be corrected in Annex B.6:

There, the OID is defined in the same module (hi3CSDomainId OBJECT IDENTIFIER  ::= {threeGPPSUBDomainId hi3CS(4) r6(6) version-2(2)}).

However, within the same module, there is also an import statement which imports ‘hi3CircuitLISubDomainId’ from the ETSI module. Fortunately, this OID is not used at all in any 3GPP module. Nevertheless, this import statement should be deleted in the next version of  TS 33.108.
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
