Introduction.

The TSG_SA_WG4 in Yokosuka, Japan, agreed that the QoS work item should develop a 3G transmission plan. This document proposes a model for the development of that transmission plan.

Transmission Plan Model.
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The UK Government’s Dept of Trade & Industry (DTI) created a body, some years ago, to agree the parameters and interfaces between networks in the UK. The Network Interfaces Coordination Committee (NICC) set up a number of interest groups on different aspects of network interworking. The Public Network Operator Interest Group (PNO-IG_ created a team to produce the Network Performance Design Standard (NPDS). This document set the end to end apportionment of transmission parameters for the UK. The model used is shown below:-

Cellnet proposes that a similar model is created for the 3G transmission plan to allow end to end considerations to be taken into account when designing the 3G system for both speech and multi-media services.
