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The Work Items currently managed by SMG11 and TSG-S4 were compiled by the MCC in the SMG Tdoc P-99-539 (also distributed in TSG-SA as SP-99331). In this document, the different Work Items are classified as either GSM only WIs, 3G only WIs or Common 3G/GSM WIs. It appears however that the classification proposed in that document does not correspond to how these Work Items are actually managed in SMG11 and TSG-S4.

The following tables review all existing SMG11 and TSG-S4 Work Items and proposes a new classification.

SMG11 and TSG-S4 members are invited to review the following tables and decide how the existing SMG11 and TSG-S4 Work Items should be managed in the future.

The key elements of this proposal are:

-
Most SMG11 Work Items should continue to be under SMG11 responsibility (GSM only WIs). These include the AMR/NS and the completion of GSM AMR (TFO). It is however recommended that the specifications issued from these activities take into account a possible future adoption by 3GPP (already true for TFO) to facilitate their future transposition as 3G specifications.

-
Most TSG-S4 Work Items should continue to be under TSG-S4 responsibility (3G only WIs). These include the Mandatory Speech Codec for Narrowband Telephony Service, the Codec for Multimedia Telephony Service, the QoS for Speech and Multimedia Codec, the 3G Audio-Visual Terminal Characteristics and Tandem Free Operation in 3G and between 2G and 3G. As before, the specifications issued from these activities should be written so that they can be referenced by the GSM standard if necessary (especially for the Multimedia specifications).

-
The only proposed Common Work Item is related to the Wideband Codec for which it is proposed to create a common Sub-Working Group. A new WI description should be proposed replacing the existing SMG11 and TSG-S4 WI Descriptions for the corresponding work. The Terms of References of this new SWG should be approved in the Joint session.

-
It is proposed to make the SMG11 SQ Sub-Working Group a common Sub-Working Group of SMG11 and TSG-S4 and to modify the Terms of Reference of SMG11 SQ accordingly.
