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Config Acknowledgement with Parameters

In Annex C.8.1 it is stated that a config acknowledgement doesn’t have parameters. In this Tdoc it is proposed to add parameters to a config acknowledgement.

Reasons for optionally adding parameters to config acknowledgements

Typically, config frame (Con_Req) is sent uplink by the local BTS after TFO establishment. This config frame carries local parameters and reaches the distant side much faster than a TFO_REQ_L message. The distant BTS has to acknowledge this Con_Req by a second config frame (Con_Ack). It is very helpful to add parameters to this Con_Ack in order to replace a TFO_ACK_L message.

The same situation occurs when a new local configuration gets available. The local BTS sends a Con_Req in order to inform its local TRAU. Since this config frame also reaches the distant side, it could be treated in the same way as a TFO_REQ_L message. Again, it is very useful to add parameters to the Con_Ack message in order to replace a TFO_ACK_L message.

Proposal

Annex C.8.1:

Replace “All Requests have defined configuration parameters, while the Acknowledgements have none.” with “All Requests and Acknowledgements may carry configuration parameters. The field Par_Type defines whether there are no parameters, local parameters, distant parameters or optimal parameters.”

The parameters for config acknowledgements are defined in the same way as for config requests.
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
