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1. Introduction

Clause 5.3.4 in version 1.3.0 of TS 26.234 [PSS] today only contains references to MIME media types for AMR narrow-band speech, MPEG-4 video and for H.263 video. References to MIME media types for the following media are at the moment missing in TS 26.234:

· SMIL (to be used in HTTP)

· SDP (to be used in RTSP and HTTP)

· JPEG (to be used in HTTP and/or SMIL)

· GIF (to be used in HTTP and/or SMIL)

· XHTML (to be used in HTTP and/or SMIL)

This contribution gives a proposal for a new clause in TS 26.234 about these MIME media types.

2. Proposed changes

The proposal is to remove clause 5.3.4. Instead, a new clause 5.4 is included with the text proposed below (all numbered references are as given in TS 26.234 v1.3.0). We also propose that a new Annex called MIME media types is included in TS 26.234. This Annex should contain the definitions of the MIME media types H263-2000 and xhtml+xml, awaiting the final RFCs describing them. 5.4 MIME media types

The following MIME media types shall be used:

AMR narrow-band speech codec (see subclause 7.1) MIME media type as defined in RFC TBD [10];

MPEG-4 visual encoded video (see subclause 7.3) MIME media type as defined in RFC 3016 [11];

-
H.263 encoded video (see subclause 7.4) MIME media type as defined in Annex X of the present document.

Editor's note: MPEG-4 AAC encoded audio (see subclause 7.2) MIME type as defined in RFC 3016 [11]

MIME media types for JPEG, GIF and XHTML can be used both in the "Content-type" field in HTTP and in the "type" attribute in SMIL 2.0. The following MIME media types shall be used for these media:

· JPEG  (see subclause 7.5) MIME media type as defined in [JPEGMIME]

· GIF (see subclause 7.5) MIME media type as defined in [GIFMIME]

· XHTML (see subclause 7.7) MIME media type as defined in Annex X of the present document.

MIME media type used for SMIL files shall be according to [26] and for SDP files according to [5].

profile: H.263 profile number, in the range 0 through 8, specifying the supported H.263 annexes/subparts.
level: Level of bitstream operation, in the range 0 through 99, specifying the level of computational complexity of the decoding process.

The profile and level specifications can be found in [18]. Note that the RTP payload format for H263-2000 is the same as for H263-1998 and is defined in [12], but additional annexes/subparts are specified along with the profiles and levels.
