Main decisions taken at TSG SA#17 Plenary were highlited (all CRs produced by SA4 were approved except not essential CRs to frozen releases which were rejected, funding for testing to be decided at next PCG meeting but unlikely to be granted, comments given from TSG RAN Chairman on the limited number of AMR-WB codec modes in UTRAN (why SA4 is imposing such limitation to UTRAN ?), LS from SA to other Committees, e.g. from TSG SA to OMA regarding possible work on DRM work item, etc.

TSG-S4 Chairman presented TD S4-020517 Response to IETF LS on Interoperability Issues and SIP in IMS, from TSG SA. The 3GPP WGs have been requested to analyse the impacts of the specific interoperability issues identified in the liaison.  Those fixes which can be accomplished by December without sacrificing crucial requirements will be corrected as part of Release 5. The PSM SWG was tasked to consider such document during their session under A. I. 7.

3GPP working groups

Postponed documents/issues from previous meetings:

· Tdoc S4-020248 “Response on Procedure for specifying UMTS QoS Parameters per Application” from RAN2. Initial reply was sent from SA4#21 in Tdoc S4-020333 explaining that more work is needed for answering the questions from RAN2 and updating the mapping tables. Answers to the questions on Streaming applications was sent from SA4#22 in Tdoc S4-020486. More time is needed to answer questions concerning Conversational applications. Actions: More time is needed to consider questions concerning conversational applications. Consider these at future meetings and provide answers.
See PSM SWG discussion under A. I. 7. PSM SWG will respond when work done (conversational PS QoS mapping).
Posponed to next meeting.
· Tdoc S4-010601 “Liaison Statement on MBMS codecs“ from SA1 was postponed from SA4#19 to give delegates time to consider the issue. As MBMS is Rel-6 issue, a response was not seen requiring response urgently from SA#19. At SA4#20, there were no proposals for response, and not much time for further discussions on the issue. Postponed until SA4#21: Editors were requested to check. Noted as on-going. Initial reply LS was sent to SA1 in TD S4-020299 at SA4#21 c/o PSM SWG (Mr. B. Wimmer); a WID is expected to be drafted as well. SA4 will take MBMS into the account in Rel-6 work. It is the intention of SA4 to reuse codecs from MMS and PSS as much as possible. However, it will take some time to consider particular implications of the MBMS system on codecs. Actions: Consider the questions in future meetings.
Mr. B. Szelazek pointed out that some revisions to the MBMS open issues are expected at next SA#18 Plenary in December. On-going.
· Tdoc S4-020485 “Draft LS on supporting allowed AMR-WB configurations in GERAN” To: TSG GERAN, Cc: TSG SA, from Nokia. Due to request for allowing more time to consider the issue and to get access into GERAN test results (referred during the discussion) the issue was postponed until next meeting. Actions: Consider the LS by/at SA4#23. (Nokia to provide GERAN results for information to SA4 if the issue is to be progressed.)
Conclusion at SA4#23: the proponent felt the issue not to be worth considering any longer.

· TD S4-010561  LS on “Introduction of UMTS_AMR_2 into R99 UEs” from CN1 and TD S4-010675  ”UMTS_AMR2 Dual-Mode Operation” from T2 requested UMTS_AMR_2 codec type to be included in all relevant R99 specifications. SA4#19 included UMTS_AMR_2 into 26.103 (Codec Lists). No necessary changes were yet identified by SA4 for other TSs under SA4 responsibility (e.g., TSs 26.071 and 26.093 mentioned by T2) but the issue is still under consideration. (See response LS from SA4 in S4-010693.) Actions: Investigate if CRs needed for other TSs, and (if so) prepare them. Postponed until SA4#22: Editors were requested to check if any action is needed.
Conclusion: closed, as no further action was felt needed on this issue.

TSG-S4 Chairman presented TD S4-020508 LS on “Maximum and Minimum IP Packet Size”, from TSG CN WG1. Further analysis of this LS will be conducted by the PSM SWG during their session under A. I. 7.
TSG-S4 Chairman presented TD S4-020509 LS on RTCP overhead in SDP bandwidth parameter, from TSG CN WG3. Action to SA4 group: CN3 kindly asked SA4 to provide background information on SA4’s understanding on the usage of the SDP bandwidth parameter. Further analysis of this LS will be conducted by the PSM SWG during their session under A. I. 7; PSM SWG was tasked to draft a reply to TSG CN WG3. See A.I. 9 (TD S4-020567).
TSG-S4 Chairman presented TD S4-020510 Response to LS on QoS parameters Maximum bit rate/Guaranteed bit rate, from TSG RAN WG2. No definitions of the aspects raised by SA4 questions are contained in the specifications. This LS was considered with the following ones:

TSG-S4 Chairman presented TD S4-020512 Clarification on “Codec mode and Guaranteed Bit Rate in RANAP”, from TSG RAN WG3.

TSG-S4 Chairman presented TD S4-020548 LS on QoS parameters Maximum bit rate/Guaranteed bit rate, from TSG SA WG2.

Conclusion at SA4 opening Plenary: considering the contradicting answers to the questions raised by SA4, further analysis of these LSs will be conducted by the TFO SWG during their session under A. I. 8; TFO SWG was tasked to draft eventually a reply to TSG RAN WGs (if felt needed).

TSG-S4 Chairman presented TD S4-020513 Response LS on Rate Adaptation of AMR Codec, from TSG RAN WG4. RAN4 asked RAN2 to confirm the view of RAN4 that the change of AMR codec rate is mandatory for the UE and the only RAN specification, where this requirement is clearly mandated, is TS 25.133. This LS was considered with the following one :

TSG-S4 Chairman presented TD S4-020511 Response to LS (S4-020468) on Rate Adaptation of AMR Codec, from TSG RAN WG2. Actions to S4 group:

ACTION 1: 
RAN2 asks S4 group to reconsider whether it is appropriate to include the desired behaviour into the codec specification

ACTION 2: 
RAN2 asks S4 group to clarify the correct rate selection behaviour in the UE for AMR2 when it is forced to reduce it’s rate, and consider adding requirements in the codec specifications.

Conclusion: Mr. W. Navarro proposed for ACTION 2 a gradual reduction in rate, as it is the case for 2G systems. For ACTION 1, the 3G specs do not have an equivalent of GSM 05.09 Link adaptation, starting R99 onwards. Further discussion of these LSs will be conducted by the TFO SWG during their session under A. I. 8; TFO SWG was tasked to verify whether a requirement could be put in TS 26.103, and draft eventually a reply to TSG RAN WGs (with attached CRs).

TSG-S4 Chairman presented TD S4-020514 LS reply on Packet Switched Streaming (PSS) in Rel-6 Work Programme, from TSG SA WG1. Noted as already treated at SA4#22 meeting where all actions were fulfilled. 

TSG-S4 Chairman presented TD S4-020515 LS reply on “Answer to “LS on PSS Release 6 work programme””, from TSG SA WG1. Noted as already treated at SA4#22 meeting where all action were fulfilled. SA1 kindly requested SA4 to send any revised Rel6 PSS WID when available.

TSG-S4 Chairman presented TD S4-020518 LS on PSS Release 6, from TSG T WG2. Further analysis of this LS will be conducted by the PSM SWG during their session under A. I. 7. Noted.

TSG-S4 Chairman presented TD S4-020516 LS on Speech Enabled Services, from TSG SA WG1. The speech can be transmitted from the terminal to the network using conventional speech codecs (such as AMR), or Distributed speech recognition codecs (such as ETSI AURORA DSR). TSG SA4 was felt to have the necessary expertise in codecs, which is required to recommend the utilisation of these technologies for speech-enabled services in the 3GPP system. 
Actions to S4 group: To analyse and recommend codec(s) to be used in speech recognition to enable speech and multimodal services in the 3GPP system in the form of a stage 2/3 document, leveraging the requirements outlined in TS 22.243 and technical analysis presented in TR 22.977. A feasibility study was approved at SA#17 Plenary, as well as Stage 1 (TS 22.243 and TS 22.977, both v. 6.0.0 were illustrated by Mr. D. Pearce). It was proposed SQ to start examining the issue of comparing codecs from the quality point of view. Discussion to continue under A.I. 13.3.1 to possibly draft a LS with provisional work plan in SA4, if agreable, and to raise questions to SA1 at their next meeting in mid-November. A draft Work Item description for this new work within SA4 activitiues for Release 6 could be eventually agreed at this or next SA4 Plenary, still in time for asking its approval it at next SA#18 Plenary. See discussion under A.I. 13.3.1.

TSG-S4 Chairman presented TD S4-020519 LS on Synthetic video media type, from TSG T WG2. Further analysis of this LS will be conducted by the PSM SWG during their session under A. I. 7. Noted. PSM SWG was tasked to eventually draft a reply to TSG T WG2. See reply in TD S4-020587 under A.I. 9 and 10.2.

TSG-S4 Chairman presented TD S4-020505 Liaison Statement from SC 29/WG 11 to 3GPP on Streaming Text Format, from ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 29/WG 11. It was commented that the LS from SA4 talked about timed text issue and not about Streaming Text Format. No action from the PSM SWG was felt needed. Noted.
Mr. D. Singer presented (slides) TD S4-020554 Information Liaison of ongoing work in DRM from ISMA, from ISMA. It was provided mainly for information and comments back to ISMA. Noted.

Mr. R. Neff presented TD S4-020528 Liaison regarding possible backwards compatibility issue between Release-5 and Release-4 of TS 26.234, from IMTC PSS-AG. IMTC PSS-AG would like to make 3GPP SA4 aware of a possible backwards compatibility issue between Release-5 and Release-4 of the PSS Specification. The PSM SWG will discuss the issue.

The information in this document originated in the approved document MMS Gen 001/02 "MMS Information Paper" and details a further set of requirements now agreed by MMSG. The text and table within this LS specifically relate to MMS Relay server requirements, rather than terminal requirements which have been defined within M-Services Requirements Phase II.

Speech Quality (SQ) SWG

Participants: Paolo Usai (Chair, ETSI), Stefan Bruhn (Ericsson), Fang-Chu Chen (CCL/ITRI), Kari Jarvinen (Nokia), I-Hsien Lee (CCL/ITRI), Pasi Ojala (Nokia), Bernhard Noe' (Alcatel), David Pearce (Motorola), Catherine Quinquis (France Telecom), Wanqing Shi (Ericsson).

Test plan for conversational tests
Mr. C. Quinquis presented S4-020527 Proposed test plan for speech conversational tests, from France Telecom. At previous meetings, it was decided to organize conversational tests for AMR and AMR-WB used in packet switched voice services. To progress, a conversational test methodology with some test parameters (delay, packet loss, radio conditions) was proposed for discussion. This methodology is based on ITU-T Recommendations.
Comments: the (exploding) number of experimental conditions was felt an important issue, if the parameters to be taken into account will increase; also the choice of the parameters to be tested is at present an open issue (the document just gave an example); other parameters than Radio conditions, IP conditions and ROHC (compression) were felt possible to be considered; e.g. acoustic parameters were requested to be included, as well as Reference configurations will be added to the test plan. Rating scales proposed in the document were briefly discussed as well.

Conclusion: SQ SWG will work by correspondendence through the SA4 E-mail reflector and contributions were solicitated to progress the test plan for next meeting. The funding issue was felt crucial for this activity, unless individual Companies will provide results of AMR-NB and/or AMR-WB performance in packet switched networks based on their proprietary UMTS simulators.

AMR-WB Submodes
Ms. Fang-Chu Chen presented S4-020501 Introduction of AMR-WB Submodes Based on Fine Granularity Scalability, from CCL/ITRI. This document proposed to introduce submodes between the current 9 major modes using the feature of Fine Granularity Scalability (FGS). A new application where small amount of data (such as short messages) can be carried with the voice, using a voice band embedded data mechanism, was illustrated.
Comments: more subjective testing data (in addition to segmental S/N) were requested to produce evidence of the limited impact on speech quality when speech + data are transmitted. Signalling mechanism to distinguish between speech and data, as well as Error protection for the data part were asked to be clarified.

Conclusion: the document will be presented again to SA4 plenary, to collect position of Companies and further comments.

Draft WID and work plan for DSR

DSR documents and start of drafting the WID and work plan for DSR in SA4 (Release 6) were dealt with during the SQ SWG session.

TD S4-020575 Draft WID Codec Work To support Speech Enabled Services Based on Speech Recognition Framework was preliminarly drafted and will be presented to SA4 Plenary, under A.I. 13.3.1.

A work plan for SA4 was also sketched in TD S4-020576 Draft SES Work Plan (SA4 Codec Work To support Speech Enabled Services Based on Speech Recognition Framework) and will be presented to SA4 Plenary, under A.I. 13.3.1.
