Opening of the meeting

The Chairman of the Audio Codec Ad-hoc Group, Imre Varga opened the ad-hoc meeting, and welcomed the Delegates. The draft agenda was agreed (see Annex 1).

Participants: P. Ojala (Nokia), S. Bruhn (Ericsson), M. Serizawa (NEC), C. Quinquis (FT R&D), O. Kunz (Coding Technologies), F. Gabin (NEC), I. Varga (Siemens), P. Usai (ETSI MCC), K. Järvinen (Nokia).

The Chairman reminded the delegates on the mandate of the ad-hoc meeting set by the SA4#28 meeting:

“An ad-hoc audio codec meeting will eventually take place (early Oct, two three days, e.g. 7-9 October 2003, tbc) with the power decision to finalise and approve the selection rules: host, date, and venue still to be decided and confirmed.”
The Audio Codec Ad-Hoc Meeting was organized in form of a conference call on October 7, 2003, between 10pm-12midnight CET, as proposed by the Chairman and agreed on the SA4 email reflector before the call.
2.
Review and Approval of Selection Rules Document

The TD S4-030703 Draft PSS/MMS Audio Codec and Extended AMR-WB; Selection Rules v. 0.4, was addressed by the Chairman. He reminded the delegates to the decision made at TSG SA#21 on the specification format: “After extensive debate and informal voting (raise of hands), Method A from SA4#28 was agreed: the encoder and decoder C-code as tested during the audio codec selection phase must be included in specifications.”

The Chairman introduced the needed changes in the TD S4-030703 Draft PSS/MMS Audio Codec and Extended AMR-WB; Selection Rules v. 0.4 document and asked the delegates for their opinion if the revised text reflected the decision taken at TSG SA#21 which was agreed. In addition, the delivery date of the executable by the codec proponents was aligned with the revised schedule (see Section 3).

TD S4-030698 PSS/MMS Audio Codec and Extended AMR-WB; Selection Rules v. 1.0, was the result of the editing work. This document was then approved. The approval is on SA4 level, according to the mandate of the meeting.
3.
Review of Actions Needed to Meet the Schedule
TD S4-030689 Draft PSS/MMS Audio Codec and AMR-WB+ Development Schedule Version 0.6, was reviewed at the meeting. An intensive work was conducted to analyse the items in the schedule for consistency and for completeness. Some items were introduced or modified, as it was felt needed to obtain a stable and functional work plan. 

An important issue was to identify and appoint a test material selection entity for low-rate and for high-rate cases. Ms. C. Quinquis offered that FT R&D would volunteer to serve as the test material selection entity for both low-rate and high-rate cases. The offer was welcomed by the meeting, which has appointed FT R&D for this task.

The result of the editing work is TD S4-030699 Draft PSS/MMS Audio Codec and AMR-WB+ Development Schedule Version 0.7 which was agreed.

Finding a Solution for Open Points in the Test Plan


The meeting has identified some few minor open issues in the test plans, especially the entity providing the scripts for processing and a list of contact persons for all entities. These items were left for work per correspondence.
