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1. Overall Description:
3GPP SA4 would like to thank OMA DLDRM for the continued cooperation on standardizing DRM protection for streaming and in particular the liaison statement referenced above.

3GPP SA4 is currently working on the final specification text for the DRM protection of release-6 streams in accordance with the working assumption detailed in our previous LS S4-030846. The specification text is divided into two technical specifications:

· TS 26.244: This is the 3GP file format specification. It includes support for carrying encrypted and protected media, as well as support for streaming servers to apply integrity protection using SRTP. These are all the necessary additions to 3GP, and SA4 will therefore send TS 26.244 at this meeting to SA for approval at SA#23 in March. If approved, it will be put under change control.

· TS 26.234: This is the PSS protocols and codecs specification. It will include all details on signaling encrypted media as well as the transport format (RTP payload wrapper payload format). Unfortunately, the work on this specification text has been delayed, but is expected to be finalized at our next meeting, SA4#31 in May. As the current draft does not include DRM protection, putting it under change control will not benefit OMA DLDRM. Hence, SA4 will send it for approval (change control) in May when the specification for DRM has been finalized according the approved working assumption.

Furthermore, 3GPP SA4 is pleased to note that

· OMA DLDRM acknowledges that the SA4 working assumption for DRM protection (detailed in LS S4-030846) is in line with the OMA DLDRM working assumption,

· OMA DLDRM supports the view that there should be no overlap between 3GPP and OMA specifications and that OMA DLDRM intends to refer to 3GPP specifications wherever possible, as to avoid duplication of specifications.

2. Actions for OMA DLDRM: 

3GPP SA4 kindly asks OMA DLDRM to note the current status of our specifications and make references to TS 26.244 and TS 26.234 when they become available under change control in release 6.
