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SG12 would like to inform SG 9, SG 16, VQEG, 3GPP SA4, ISO MPEG, ITU-R WP6M and ITU‑R WP6Q, ETSI STQ that the first official meeting of the Joint Rapporteurs Group on Multimedia Quality Assessment took place during the March 2004 SG12 meeting. The JRG on MMQA brings together experts in audio quality assessment from SG12 and experts in video quality assessment from SG9.

The JRG MMQA is responsible for co-ordinating activity associated with the development and testing of objective perceptual quality models for multimedia services. The scope of the testing is presently defined for two primary applications, namely the measurement of multimedia services accessed from desktop PC and mobile devices.

SG12 believes that the work of the JRG on MMQA will be of interest to SG 9 Question 21, SG 16 Question 6, VQEG, 3GPPSA4, ISO MPEG, ITU-R WP6M, ITU-R WP6Q, ETSI STQ and would welcome contributions from these standards groups to progress the work of the JRG. The JRG would be particularly interested in any member of SG 9, SG 16, VQEG, 3GPP SA4, ISO MPEG, ITU-R WP6M, ITU-R WP6Q, ETSI STQ who would be able to provide suitable test material that may be used to evaluate new multimedia objective models.
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
