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1 Introduction

This contribution proposes some clarifications to the specification text for the 3GPP PSS Annex G sample grouping in subclause 9.2 in the 3GPP file format specification. The proposed text changes are provided in Section 2 of the present document. 

· “synchronization point” is not defined in the ISO base media file format. The defined term is “sync sample”.

· The sample group design does not allow that a first sample is associated with one sample group of a grouping type while a second sample, earlier in sample number order, is not associated with any sample group.

2 Proposed text

9.2  3GPP PSS Annex G sample grouping

A sample grouping is an assignment of each sample in a track to be a member of one sample group, based on a grouping criterion. The assignment of buffer parameters to sync samples provides one sample grouping of all samples in a track. The usage of sample groups in 3GP files shall follow the syntax defined in [20].

The grouping type '3gag' defines the grouping criterion for 3GPP PSS Annex G buffer parameters. Zero or one sample-to-group box ('sbgp') for the grouping type '3gag' can be contained in the sample table box ('stbl') of a track. It shall reside in a hint track, if a hint track is used, otherwise in the video track. The presence of this box and grouping type indicates that the associated video stream complies with PSS Annex G. Note that the nature of the track defines the media transport for which the buffer parameters are calculated, e.g. for an RTP hint track, the media transport is RTP.

Each sample group is associated to zero or one sample group entry in the sample group description box ('sgpd'). Sample group entries for sample groups defined by the grouping type '3gag' are given by the 3GPP PSS Annex G Sample group entry defined in Table 9.1. Such a sample entry provides buffer parameters relevant to all samples in the corresponding sample group(s). Samples that are not sync samples shall have the same value of group_description_index in the SampleToGroup box associated with the grouping type ‘3gag’ compared to the value of group_description_index of the previous sync sample in sample number order. The indicated buffer parameters for a sync sample are applicable for the stream from that sync sample onwards.
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
