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This contribution proposes an update of the Protocol stack view of the MBMS User Services over MBMS bearer(s). The protocols stack currently only reflects the protocols over the MBMS bearers. But the MBMS User Service framework uses also a set of point-to-point protocols such as HTTP/TCP or MIKEY/UDP.
