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1 Introduction

The Combination of CS and IMS services (CSI) is currently addressed by a Work Item in SA1 and SA2. CSI is essentially a combination of existing CS and IMS services where the UE presents the CS and IMS services within one context to the user. In particular it shall be possible to add IMS media components to an ongoing CS call as well as add a CS call to an ongoing IMS session.

2 WID scope and timeline
The current scope of CSI is to quickly specify Phase 1 built on current CS and IMS services. The WID [1] (updated by SA1 in [2]) states "The specification of CSI Phase 1 is needed to address the urgent market needs to make IMS services available to the end-users."

Companies supporting this WID include 3, Ericsson, Huawei, NEC, Nokia, Nortel Networks, Orange, Siemens, TeliaSonera, TIM and Vodafone.

The expected outcome of the WID is new Stage 1 and Stage 2 Technical Specifications as well as updates to a number of existing specifications. All specifications are expected to be approved by SA#28 (June 2005).

3 SA4 specifications
In SA4 we currently have IMS specifications for PS conversational multimedia applications [3][4] and for IMS messaging and presence [5]. All these services can be combined with CS calls in the context of CSI.

In order to expedite the work of quickly specifying CSI Phase 1 we propose that SA4 makes updates to its TSs under the current WID (as SA4 has done previously for other work items) and that the SA4 TSs be included in the list of affected specifications. 

4 Proposal
We propose that

· the WID [1][2] is updated to include [3][4][5] as affected specifications,

· updates to [3][4][5] specify subsets of codecs that are appropriate in combination with a CS call, and include RTP/RTCP handling etc (where applicable),

· only a limited set of codecs be included (typically content that can be produced in the UE) in order to meet the challenge of quickly specifying CSI Phase 1,

In a separate contribution [6], Ericsson proposes initial updates to [3][4][5] to be considered as working drafts for Release 7. Ericsson is willing to bring further contributions to the SA4 TSs to meet the timeline of having final TSs for approval by SA#28.
