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1 Introduction

This is a report on the donated material for the video characterization work.  Much (but not all) of the previously donated content (for the selection test, which was never run) is available again.

I am able to perform pre-processing on these, for example editing, cropping, re-sizing, color balance etc. as needed.  The BBC sequence is very large and presumably needs such processing.

Some of the sequences have a final screen which gives attribution;  this should not be edited out of the content while it is being worked on.  However, it need not, of course, be shown during the formal tests.

2.1 BBC

The BBC permit our use of the HD sequence “Africa” for testing and demo purposes only.  The original is very large, and in 10-bit “Kona” format with uncompressed stereo.  Once we decide how we’d like it, I can transcode it down to something more manageable for distribution.  In order to enable people to assess it, I have included a one-third-size lightly-compressed (Motion JPEG) mono version on the CD.
