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1 Introduction

The 3GPP SA4 working group would like to thank MPEG for the information provided in the LS.  We are especially happy to hear about the alignment between DIMS and LASeR.  Enclosed is a change request representing the latest version of the DIMS specification.
2 Comments and questions
It was noted that LASeR has adopted two new feature strings namely lsr:screenOrientationPortrait and lsr:screenOrientationLandscape as synonyms of lsr:screenOrientation90 and lsr:screenOrientation0.  We would like to bring to your attention that we have previously defined two feature strings with the same name but different definitions.  Our versions do not differentiate between 90 and 270 or 0 and 180 degrees.

It can also be noted that the DIMS and LASeR specifications use different bases for the angle measurements.  In DIMS standard portrait is 0 degrees.

The definition of activation and deactivation is similar between LASeR and DIMS, but not the same.  DIMS allows activation both through an attribute (active) and through a functionally equivalent version of the command.  DIMS cannot currently reference the LASeR specification for activation events due to the differing definitions.  If the LASeR definition of activate became more generic, i.e. not mentioning a waiting tree, allow use of activation attributes etc, the DIMS specification would then be able to refer to the LASeR specification for these sections.
The text regarding the security attributes of save/restore/clean has been updated.  The cookies RFC is now referenced directly.

It was noted that LASeR uses text from DIMS (or very close to that in DIMS).  An example of this is section 6.7.15 which is a copied from the DIMS specification.  We kindly ask MPEG to reference the DIMS specification where appropriate.
3 Actions
3GPP SA4 kindly asks MPEG to align with DIMS regarding the definition of screenOrientationPortrait and Landscape, activation and deactivation, and the security attributes of save/restore/clean as mentioned above.

3GPP SA4 greatly appreciates comments on the enclosed draft specification.  We also kindly ask MPEG to reference the DIMS specification (3GPP TS 26.142) where appropriate.
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
