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1. Introduction

The work item on "Requirements and test methods for wideband terminals" [1] aims at analyzing and updating the wideband acoustic part of TS 26.131 and TS 26.132 to ensure adequate perceived quality for wideband speech services.

At SA4#49 it was proposed to specify RLR at maximum volume control in handheld handsfree case to ensure sufficient loudness and differentiate wideband terminals from narrowband ones, and two proposals were made for drafting the related text [2]:

· Value of RLR at maximum volume control shall be less than (louder) or equal to 10 dB. As performance objective it is recommended to provide 6 dB.
· It is recommended that value of RLR at maximum volume control be less than (louder) or equal to 10 dB.
In the present document a compromise is proposed. 
2. Proposal
We propose the following requirement for inclusion in clause 6.2.4 of TS 26.131:
Value of RLR at maximum volume control shall be less than (louder) or equal to 12 dB. As performance objective it is recommended to provide 6 dB.
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
