	The goal of service provider discovery procedures is to allow the UE getting SDF addresses, using DNS, DHCP or other options listed in 5.2.5 of the current specification.

Another method described in paragraph 5.2.2 uses SUBSCRIBE/NOTIFY to discover SDF addresses. However, this is done between UE and SDF, which appears to be inconsistent with the aim (discovering SDF)
The goal of user service discovery procedures is to allow the UE getting the SSF addresses. 

The Subscribe/Notify method described in ETSI TIPSAN is one of the user service discovery methods, not a service provider discovery procedure. It is not a method to find SDF addresses, contrary to what it is stated in the current 3GPP specification. It is a method using SDF to find SSF addresses.

	
	

	Summary of change:

	It is proposed in this contribution to suppress this subscribe/notify method of the part 5.2 service provider discovery, and to keep this method to discover SSF.

Nevertheless we propose to precise in part 5.3 user service discovery what was stated in the former 5.2.2, précising in the subscribe/notify method for user service discovery (see the contribution on this clause) that:

· If the UE already has the SDF address, the UE generates the SUBSCRIBE with PSI of the SDF for PSS and MBMS user services

· If the UE does not have the SDF address, an iFC has to be provisioned in the IM CN subsystem by the IMS operator, to allow triggering the SUBSCRIBE to the SDF.

NOTE: it is not required to trigger per subscriber since it is likely to be the same for all subscribers. So a shared iFC may be used.
