Introduction

3GPP SA4 thanks SA1 for the liaison on Enhanced Voice Codecs (EVS) for the Evolved Packet System (EPS). During SA4#50 the SA4 EVS SWG reviewed the progress made in sections of TR22.813 that are under the responsibility of SA1. You will find below some remarks on these parts:

- On Use Cases (Section 5):

SA4 has noted the addition of a sub-section "Use case evaluation" for each use case in Draft TR 22.813. We would like to ask SA1 to clarify the motivation and purpose of such use case evaluation and receive guidelines from SA1 on if/how the TR parts under SA4 control would possibly be impacted by this addition. 

- On System and Service Requirements (Section 6):

The text recently added in Section 6.2 was very much appreciated. Indeed it was used as the main input for the SA4 EVS SWG to progress in Section 7. 
Based on your received liaison, SA4 produced an updated version of Draft TR22.813. This new version is attached for your consideration. Our changes are limited to the agreed text added in Sections 7.2 and 7.3 (Backward compatibility and Transcoding performance).

We would like to emphasize that further progress in Section 7 was not possible, due to the fact that this section under the responsibility of SA4 strongly depends on Section 6 and that the current state of Section 6 does not allow further elaboration of Section 7.
In the interest of speeding up progress, we would like to inform SA1 that the S4 EVS SWG has identified the following key issues to be resolved in priority: Quality (Voice and Audio Quality), Cost (bit rate efficiency and complexity), and Interoperability.
The latter topic in the system and service requirements in Draft TR22.813 is understood to be stable, the further fundamental requirements on quality and cost could be described by SA1 on a generic level and efficiently be detailed by SA4 within the codec requirement section. It should be noted that mere high-level requirements in Section 6 are sufficient for SA4 to further elaborate codec requirements in Section 7.

Action
We kindly ask SA1 to review the updated draft TR22.813 V0.6.0. Clarifications on the "Use case evaluation" section would be appreciated.

3GPP SA4 is very much looking forward to receiving more inputs on system and service requirements (Section 6 of TR 22.813). Considering the target deadline for completing the joint EVS study item, SA4 would like to reiterate its proposal to organize a joint SA1/SA4 meeting covering the EVS topic. In particular, a dedicated 3GPP SA4 EVS SWG Ad Hoc meeting could be scheduled at your convenience.
