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1. Overall Description:

SA4 has followed the exchange of LS between RAN5 and SA1 about add/Remove media in S4-080692 and SA4 has also been made aware of S1-083471 although SA4 was not in cc.
SA4 has discussed the matter and would like to inform SA1 and RAN5 about SA4 understanding of MTSI add/remove media capabilities:
· A UE may support any media type. 

· A UE supporting a certain set of media types for MTSI shall be capable of adding and removing media of these media types to/from an ongoing MTSI session, i.e. the necessary protocol is in place.  Support for particular combinations of media types resulting from the adding or removing of media types supported by the UE is dependent on the application. 
· An MTSI application on a UE may reject a request to add a particular media.

· An MTSI application on a UE shall accept a request to remove a particular media.

Regarding the list of test cases in Tdoc S1-083471, SA4 supports the selection proposed by SA1 as they minimize the number of tests but provide enough coverage for the add/remove protocol. However, as pre-condition when testing the ability to successfully add media, the MTSI application shall be configured such that it accepts the add-request.

2. Actions:

To SA WG1

SA4 asks SA1 to take the clarifications above into consideration.
To RAN WG5

SA4 asks RAN5 to take the suggested pre-condition above into account when designing the test cases identified by SA1.

SA4 asks RAN5 to consider testing the rejection of the add-request in the test cases identified by SA1.
