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1. Introduction

One of the objectives of the surround sound study item is to identify suitable testing methodology for surround sound in relevant use cases of the PSS and MBMS services [1]. In order to progress the testing of the benefit and quality of a surround sound codec extension the item selection procedure needs to be defined.
The present contribution contains

· refined text on the item selection method to be added to section 6 of the TR.

· a procedure and timeline for the item selection process. 
2. Item selection 

The following text is proposed for addition to section 6.1 of the Draft Technical Report. All changes to the last revision of the TR [2] are marked in colour.

6.1.1 Item selection criteria
One of the important parameters in a subjective test is the selection of appropriate items. In the context of evaluating surround sound codecs, the following should be considered. 
First of all, the test items should consist of multi-channel content, where a significant contribution of the audio signal is in the surround channels. No quality improvement of surround can be expected for content that could also be represented by a stereo signal. I.e. also that at least some items should be selected that contain discrete sounds from the surround channels. 
Secondly, the items should be typical for and balanced over the intended application scenarios (see section 4.1). This will aid justification of the surround sound codec for PSS/MBMS use cases.

The items should have the following parameters:
· Duration in the range of 7-20 seconds 
· 5.1 channels or 5.0 channels, 
· 16 bit, 44.1 kHz.

The items should cover the following genres:

	Movie sound effects/dialog/trailer 
	40%

	Music studio production/live event 
	30%

	Sport event broadcast commentary/audience
	20% 

	Radio drama

	10%


6.1.2 Item selection procedure
The following procedure for test item selection is proposed. Interested parties are invited to propose material according to the criteria above. The item selection entity [tbd] will select a set of fifteen multi-channel items according to the criteria above (3 training, 12 test items). The same set of test items is to be used throughout the whole test.
