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1. Overall description
SA4 would like to thank RAN5 for their LS on SDP parameters for speech (S4-090412/R5-092548). SA4 has discussed the issues and concluded that the SDP parameter settings for the session setup is a compromise between, on one hand, the need for clear and simple requirements enabling simple development of both products and test procedures and, on the other hand, sufficient flexibility to allow for setting up a session for a multitude of operating conditions and operator configurations.
SA4 therefore decided to update the TS 26.114 specification by:
· Defining a “configuration” (for AMR and AMR-WB respectively) that is mandatory to support. This mandatory configuration shall be included in the SDPs when no special configurations or operating conditions apply.

· Allow for also using other configurations. Such alternative configurations are optional.
In this context, a “configuration” refers to a certain combination of SDP attributes and/or parameters and their respective settings. It does not refer to the configuration of one specific individual SDP attribute or parameter. Thereby, an MTSI client in terminal which is sending an SDP offer and which has not been configured in any particular way or constrained by operating conditions shall offer AMR with the bandwidth-efficient payload format with the settings of all parameters included and as defined in Table 6.1, and correspondingly according to Table 6.2 for the octet-aligned payload format.
SA4 believes that testing is a very important step towards achieving reliable and interoperable clients and would therefore like to encourage RAN5 to prepare conformance test cases for the mandatory configurations as shown in these CRs, even though other configurations can also be supported by a real-life client.
2. Actions
To RAN WG5:
SA4 kindly asks RAN5 to prepare test conditions as outlined above for the mandatory configuration.
