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Abstract: This document proposes adding a note to the RTP payload box in order to avoid possible misreading.
At SA4#62 meeting in Berlin, the RTP payload box was newly added to the EVS Design Constraints [1]. The text agreed in the meeting was, “Candidates shall provide an RTP payload format specification supporting the full set of features and functionality of the EVS codec candidate.” However, the source believes the RTP payload format does not need to cover the full set of features and functionality. For instance, the request for switching the bitrates can also be carried by an out-of-band signalling. 
In order to avoid misreading, the source proposes including the following text in the EVS Design Constraints.
