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Executive Summary
The MTSI SWG met during 4 slots at SA4#63. A joint session between MTSI and Video SWGs was held during 2 slots to discuss the VCEM work item. 8 delegates participated in the MTSI SWG meeting and 18 delegates participated in the joint session between MTSI and Video SWGs. In total, 20 documents were handled. 4 documents were prepared as output documents to SA4#63 plenary and some additional documents will be submitted as company contributions. The list of output documents to SA4#63 plenary are found in Annex 3. Several of these were left to be finalized off-line after the MTSI SWG meeting and to be presented directly to SA4 plenary. Annex 4 contains the list of all the documents for the MTSI SWG.
The main issue in the MTSI SWG meeting was the finalization of the SA4 work for the Release 10 WI “Enabling Coder Selection and Rate Adaptation for UTRAN and E-UTRAN for Load Adaptive Applications”. CRs are prepared for both Release 9 and Release 10.

The SWG also discussed contributions and CRs for on RTCP-APP vs. inband CMR usage. The content was merged into the Release 9 CR for “Enabling Coder Selection and Rate Adaptation for UTRAN and E-UTRAN for Load Adaptive Applications”.
In the joint MTSI-Video session, several agreements were made for how to handle H.263, H.264 and MPEG-4, both for Release 10 and Release 11.

Detailed Report
8.1
Opening of the session
The Chairman of the MTSI SWG, Kari Järvinen, opened the MTSI SWG meeting on Monday February 14, at 16:05 CET hours. Tomas Frankkila volunteered to prepare the report of the MTSI SWG meeting at SA4#63 and this was agreed.
8.2
Approval of the agenda and registration of documents

Mr Kari Järvinen presented S4-110188 Proposed meeting agenda for MTSI SWG during SA4#63 from the MTSI SWG Chairman. The agenda was APPROVED, and the input documents were allocated under the relevant agenda items. Revised agenda versions (Revision 1, 2, 3 and 4) with updated Tdoc allocations were issued during the meeting.

Mr Kari Järvinen presented S4-110207 LS on Explicit Congestion Notification Support in CN from 3GPP TSG CT4.

S4-110305 was allocated for the reply. The reply LS is to be prepared by Tomas Frankkila and Nikolai Leung and is to be prepared directly to SA4#63. The two CRs for ECN for speech (release 9) and ECN for video (release 10) should be attached.

Mr Tomas Frankkila presented S4-110261 CR 26.114-0124 Correction of adaptation examples (Release 9) from Telefon AB LM Ericsson, ST-Ericsson SA.
Nikolai asked whether there was a better terminology than “FER”. It was agreed to use Frame Loss Rate (FLR) instead, which needs to be described in the definitions and in the abbreviations.
S4-110261 was updated to S4-110329. S4-110329 was agreed without presentation and is to be prepared directly to SA4#63.
Dr Thomas Belling presented S4-110298 Codec Mode Request Encoding from Nokia Siemens Networks.

Qualcomm and Nokia requested more time to review the contribution.

S4-110298 was noted.
Mr Tomas Frankkila presented S4-110326 Answers to Tdoc S4-110298 from Telefon AB LM Ericsson, ST-Ericsson SA.
Qualcomm and Nokia requested more time to review the contribution.

S4-110326 was noted.

Dr Thomas Belling presented S4-110284 CR 26.114-0118 rev 2 Improved interoperability with clients not supporting RTCP-APP with codec control requests (Release 7) from Nokia Siemens Networks, Qualcomm Incorporated, NOKIA Corporation.

S4-110284 was withdrawn.
Dr Thomas Belling presented S4-110285 CR 26.114-0119 rev 2 Improved interoperability with clients not supporting RTCP-APP with codec control requests (Release 8) from Nokia Siemens Networks, Qualcomm Incorporated, NOKIA Corporation, which is a mirror CR of S4-110284 for Release 8.

S4-110285 was withdrawn.

Dr Thomas Belling presented S4-110286 CR 26.114-0120 rev 2 Improved interoperability with clients not supporting RTCP-APP with codec control requests (Release 9) from Nokia Siemens Networks, Qualcomm Incorporated, NOKIA Corporation, which is a mirror CR of S4-110284 for Release 9.

S4-110286 was withdrawn but the content was captured in S4-110331.
Dr Thomas Belling presented S4-110287 CR 26.114-0121 rev 2 Corrections related to MTSI gateway with split architecture (Release 9) from Nokia Siemens Networks.
The cover page needs to be updated. Some wording changes were also proposed.

It was noted that there may be a dependency to the CRs in S4-110284, S4-110285 and S4-110286, but this dependency was later cleared.
S4-110287 was revised into S4-110330. S4-110330 was agreed and will go to SA4#63 for agreement.
Dr Thomas Belling presented S4-110288 CR 26.114-0115 rev 2 Updates to ECN speech procedures (Release 9) from Telefon AB LM Ericsson, ST-Ericsson SA, Nokia Siemens Networks, Qualcomm Incorporated, NOKIA Corporation.

Due to overlapping change with S4-110286, it was decided to merge these two CRs.

S4-110288 was revised into S4-110331. S4-110331 will be prepared off-line and brought in to SA4#63 as a multi-company contribution.

Work Items targeting for Release 10

8.5.1
Enabling Coder Selection and Rate Adaptation for UTRAN and E-UTRAN for Load Adaptive Applications (ECSRA_LAA: SA2, SA4, RAN2)
Dr. Kyunghun Jung presented S4-110140 CR 26.114-0108 rev 9 Video Adaptation Parameters for ECN (Release 10) from Samsung Electronics Co., Ltd.

Some changes-over-changes need to be removed. The change marks on the cover page should be accepted. The header needs to be updated.
Mr Tomas Frankkila (Ericsson) noticed that there was a dependency to the VCEM WI. If it is decided to remove MPEG-4 then this should probably also be removed from the adaptation parameters.

It was recognized that further updates are likely needed but can be handled as maintenance CRs at SA4#64.

S4-110140 was revised into S4-110327. S4-110327 was agreed without presentation and will go to SA4#63 for agreement.
Mr Tomas Frankkila presented S4-110255 CR 26.114-0112 rev 5 Introduction of ECN for speech in HSPA/UTRA and for video in UTRA/HSPA/E-UTRA (Release 10) from Telefon AB LM Ericsson, ST-Ericsson SA, Nokia Siemens Networks, Qualcomm Incorporated, NOKIA Corporation.
The CR was edited on-line.
S4-110255 was updated into S4-110332. S4-110332 will be prepared off-line and brought in to SA4#63 as a multi-company contribution.
Mr Tomas Frankkila presented S4-110256 CR 26.114-0114 rev 4 QoS profiles for MBR>GBR bearers (Release 10) from Telefon AB LM Ericsson, ST-Ericsson SA.
It was noticed that there was a dependency to the VCEM WI. If H.263 is kept only for backwards compatibility with CS VT then the bit rates for H.263 should be reduced. The bit rates for H.264 might also need alignment with the outcome of the discussion for VCEM about what levels that should be required.
Mr Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) asked if the reply LS from GSMA RiLTE had been received. It was noticed that SA4 had not received the reply LS. Tomas F explained that Ericsson have asked their delegate and the LS was approved but has, for whatever reason, not been sent.
Some changes-over-changes need to be removed.
The content was agreeable but a maintenance CR to align with VCEM is anticipated at SA4#64.

S4-110256 was revised into S4-110328. S4-110328 was agreed without presentation and will go directly to SA4#63 for agreement.
8.6
Joint sessions of Video SWG and MTSI SWG on VCEM (Video Coding Enhancements in MTSI)
The joint session was chaired by Mr Frédéric Gabin, rapporteur of the VCEM Work Item.
Mr Frédéric Gabin presented S4-110190 CR 26.114-0123 Video coding enhancements in MTSI (Release 10) from Telefon AB LM Ericsson, ST-Ericsson SA.
Mr Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) expressed general support for the proposed changes. He highlighted a preference to mandate H.264 level 1.2 as 1.3 may be difficult for lower end video terminals. For the recommended level, level 3 rather than 2.2 would be more appropriate to match high end terminals. H.263 could be phased out already in Rel-10 and operators would have the freedom to require its support from vendors if required. MPEG4 can be removed as proposed.
Mr. Gilles Teniou (Orange) expressed general support for the proposal and welcomed using as high level as terminals could support. Also he explained that H.263 to H.264 interworking scenarios were unlikely and therefore would be fine with removing H.263 and also MPEG4.

Mr. Weizhong Chen (Huawei) agreed in general with the proposal. He said Huawei had no strong preference between H.264 level 1.3 and level 1.2. He also thought that H.263 optional support (“may”) in Rel-10 was enough.

Mr. Imed Bouazizi (Nokia) expressed a strong preference for H.264 level 1.2 as mandatory. A recommended higher level was also felt fine and should be aligned with PSS (level 3). He suggested H.263 could be made optional in Rel-10 and removed from Rel-11. Also removing MPEG4 which is currently optional was felt fine.
This document was considered together with the next document.

Dr Kyunghun Jung presented S4-110191 Lessons from “3G for All” Initiative on Minimum Codec Capability from Samsung Electronics Co., Ltd.
After discussion Samsung felt it was ok to remove H.263 from Rel-10.

M. Frédéric Gabin (ST-Ericsson) proposed to agree on mandating H.264 level 1.2 in Rel-10 and target 30fps support in Rel-11. Samsung didn’t think it was necessary to have such target now. Orange pointed out that the support of 30fps was mentioned as useful for sign language and lip reading. ST-Ericsson confirmed this view. Qualcomm asked if a reference study could be shared with the group on this matter. ST-Ericsson agreed to consider this request.
The proposal in S4-110191 on PSS codecs was not felt part of the VCEM work item but received some support and should be considered by SA4.

As conclusion of the discussion, the following agreements were made:
1. H.263 may be supported in Rel-10

2. H.263 removed from Rel-11

3. Interworking (informative): example SDP offer of fallback to H.263 in Rel-10

4. Interworking (informative): no H.263 mention in Rel-11

5. Keep MTSIMA/MTSINP MO examples identical for H.263 and MPEG4. in Rel-10

6. Upgrade MTSIMA/MTSINP MO examples for H.264. in Rel-10

7. Mandate H.264 Level 1.2 (QVGA@20fps) in Rel-10

8. Recommend H.264 Level 3 (WVGA@30fps) in Rel-10

9. Remove MPEG4 from Rel-10
S4-110190 was to be updated into S4-110371 based on the agreement. S4-110371 will be prepared off-line and brought in to SA4#63 as company contributions.
