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ITU-T Recommendation P.810 describes the Modulated Noise Reference Unit (MNRU) used in subjective listening test of speech coders. P.810 specifies narrowband and wideband MNRUs, however, the super-wideband case has not been added yet.

The source thinks that the extension of P.810 to SWB signals is relevant for the EVS testing exercise. Our proposal keeps the existing NB and WB MNRUs unchanged hence the proposal relates to the SWB case only. Our proposal was circulated over the ITU-T Q7/12 reflector. The purpose of addressing it in 3GPP SA4 SQ SWG is running a fruitful discussion and collecting opinion. We are planning to propose this method to Q7/12.
We ask 3GPP SA4 SQ SWG to discuss the proposal and liase the relevant SDOs, especially ITU-T Q7/12 responsible for P.810 and ITU-T Q10/16 responsible for G.191 (STL).
