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1. Overall Description:
Since Release 11, 3GPP video services like HTTP and RTP-based streaming (3GP-DASH, PSS), broadcasting/multicasting (MBMS), download and progressive download (3GPP file format) all provide support of stereoscopic 3D video by utilizing H.264/AVC frame compatible formats as one of the possible formats which also include MVC. 
We are aware of the use of the MIME ‘codecs’ parameter (RFC 6381), as this RFC has specific text and examples for multi-view coding based on AVC, and we use this in environments where it applies (e.g. download or DASH-based streaming). However, not all environments use MIME types and hence the ‘codecs’ parameter is not always applicable. For H.264/AVC frame compatible format signalling in DASH and for the PSS UE capabilities we rely on the MPEG specifications ISO/IEC 14496-10 and ISO/IEC 23001-8. 
For 3GPP video services that use SDP signalling (e.g., MTSI, RTP streaming in PSS, etc.), signalling of 3D formats (including frame-packing as well as multi-view) in the SDP is not yet possible.  Hence, 3GPP SA4 would like to ask the IETF about the status of related work on SDP signalling of 3D video formats.
