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1. Abstract

In the recent EVS-SWG meetings some decisions for mixed content and music testing have been made:
1. Not to use artificially mixed content

2. To use 50% music and 50% mixed content in the mixed and music selection experiments

In the last SA4#72bis it was identified that this requires a new definition of mixed content since Annex A of EVS-3 is written with the assumption that artificially mixed content is used. In this input we suggest a modification of Annex A of EVS-3 and propose to include this modified definition of the mixed content in the EVS-7b selection test plan permanent document.

2. Discussion and Proposal
 Annex A of EVS-3 defines mixed content as follows:
Annex A: Definition of the Mixed content to be tested

1) Speech over music / music over speech and speech between music / music between speech (e.g., variable level difference, fade-in/out, including speech over low-level music in the background at 20 dB and alternating speech and music)

2) Real examples which reflect some application scenarios (see notes)

Notes:

· 1) will be mixed by processing labs and 2) will not be.

· 1) is defined to test them in controlled conditions solving issues on language dependency, SNR, testing material dependency by different test labs, etc. Speech in test items should be understandable
· 2) is intended to contain cases that may not be covered by 1).
· Followings are some examples of application scenarios to be considered (The final list will be determined by contribution, particularly of test signals):
 Cellphone transmission of live music session, answering speech, music on hold,  future answering system in company capable with SWB, music with announcement, call to customer service, put on hold, with advertisement, ticket number, professional editing of speech and music, ring-back sound, captured sound from e.g., living room, stadium, disco, concert hall, background music behind speech, etc.

To reflect the agreement to not use artificially mixed content and give listening labs guidelines we suggest including a modified version of the above Annex into the selection test plan EVS-7b:

1) Speech over music / music over speech and sSpeech between music / music between speech (e.g., variable level difference, fade-in/out, including speech over low-level music in the background at 20 dB and alternating speech and music)

2) Real examples which reflect some application scenarios (see notes) Speech over music / music over speech (e.g., variable level difference, fade-in/out, including speech over low-level music in the background)
Notes:

· 1) will be mixed by processing labs and 2) will not be. Both 1) and 2) shall be real world examples, i.e., no artificial mixing of speech and music shall be used.
· 1) is defined to test them in controlled conditions solving issues on language dependency, SNR, testing material dependency by different test labs, etc. Speech in test items shall should be understandable
· 2) is intended to contain cases that may not be covered by 1).
· Followings are some examples of application scenarios to be considered: (The final list will be determined by contribution, particularly of test signals):
 Cellphone transmission of live music session, answering speech, music on hold,  future answering system in company capable with SWB, music with announcement, call to customer service, put on hold, with advertisement, ticket number, professional editing of speech and music, ring-back sound, captured sound from e.g., living room, stadium, disco, concert hall, background music behind speech, etc.
· 50% of the total amount of mixed content in each experiment shall consist of 1) and the remaining 50% shall consist of 2). 
In addition, we propose to rename the Annex in EVS-3 to: “Annex A: Definition of the Mixed content to be tested in qualification”
Alternatively, the source suggests to rename Annex A of EVS-3 as described above and to introduce the suggested text for selection as an additional Annex in EVS-3: “Annex X: Definition of the Mixed content to be tested in selection”
3. Summary
The sources kindly request the inclusion of the above definition of mixed content into the selection test plan permanent document or alternatively to add it as a new annex to the performance requirements document. In addition, the source suggests renaming the existing Annex A of the performance requirements document to avoid ambiguity.
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
